Appeal after parliamentary inquiry - December 2008
A member rose to a parliamentary inquiry and was given an answer by the chair. Another member appealed from the decision of the chair, whereupon a third member raised a point of order that the appeal was improper. Was the appeal in order?
Opinion:  No, the appeal was not in order because the chair’s answer to the parliamentary inquiry was an opinion, not a ruling. The member who appealed should have waited until the issue was actually before the meeting and raised a point of order instead. An appeal would have been in order after the chair ruled on the point of order.
